Do I need an ID to vote?
Yes! You will be asked to show one of the

following:  
- Iowa Driver’s License  

- Iowa Non-Operator’s ID  
- U.S. Passport  

- Military ID  
- Veteran’s ID  

- Voter ID Card 
If you don't have any of those, don't worry! You

may sign an oath verifying your identity and
then cast a regular ballot.
